Many parents want their children to have the pleasure and rewards of learning to play a musical instrument. In choosing the right one for a child, there are many things to consider.
Most instruments are built for adults. Physical discomfort is a major cause of children giving up their lessons, so make sure your child gets some hands-on experience, preferably with the help of a reputable teacher, before deciding once and for all. Other considerations when choosing are that some instruments require a lot of energy to play. For example a trumpet takes a lot of blowing whereas a flute requires less energy.
In a survey of parents with five year old children, over 90% of them wanted their children to learn some kind of band instrument. Another important factor in choosing an instrument is how ‘sociable’ that instru​ment is. Many are designed to be played primarily in bands and orchestras while others, such as piano and guitar are more self-contained and solitary. The personality of the child should be taken into account: would he or she would want group or solo musical experiences. 
The general ‘character’ of an instrument should also be considered when choosing. For instance, a saxophone can have a deep and dirty sound whereas a piccolo (пикколо, маленькая флейта) has a very pure and clean sound. These will appeal to different children. Another thing to think about is how long it might take to get visible results out of a new instrument. For example, the oboe is less popular than the clarinet because it takes longer to get musical sounding results. 
In short, when choosing an instrument for your child, do as much ‘homework’ as you can. Speak to people who play instruments and see if they will let you hear and hold it, if not actually try it out! Don’t lie afraid of having trial lessons to see if teacher and instrument suit your child’s individual personality.

Play tennis, take a boat out on the Serpentine Lake or go for a swim. There is an art gallery and there are four cafes and restaurants. Great concerts take place in Hyde Park too - Nelson Mandela celebrated his ninetieth birthday with a concert in the park. In the past, there have also been important protests here. More than two million people joined the Stop the War protest in Hyde Park in 2003. So, come and see for yourself: Hyde Park has something for everyone.

Ireland. Celtic Rules
(I) The Corrs' second album, Talk on Corners, was one popular albums of the nineties, along with international bestsellers by Enya. The success of the Irish dance musical Lord of the Dance made its creator, Michael Flatley, one of the richest performers in show business. And veteran group the Chieftains, who began playing in pubs, now give sell-out concerts at major venues all over the world. What do they have in common? They are all Irish.

(2) Celtic music is clearly having some of its best moments. In fact, with Irish pubs opening all over the world, Irish music is played in many places. Most of the music you hear in them is traditional dance music and you are expected to dance. An Irish music session is not a spectator sport! If you don't participate, you'll miss out on the 'craic' - the most exciting moments of the evening.

(3) Of course, Irish music has its quieter moods. Some people say that the harp, a national symbol, has magical powers. Another national instrument is the Ulleann pipes, a kind of sophisticated bagpipes, which featured in the film Titanic. There is a local saying that it takes seven years of learning, seven years of practising, and seven years of playing' to master them. The violin, or 'fiddle', is played all over the country.

(4) Music is an important new export of Irish culture, but writers are doing well, too. In the past Ireland produced some of the best writers and poets in the English language; people like Jonathan Swift, James Joyce, W. B. Yeats, George Bernard Shaw and Oscar Wilde. More recently, the poet Seamus Heaney won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1995, and Roddy Doyle received praise throughout Europe for his novels.

(5) Not to be left out, the Irish film scene is looking good. The government has created a fond for films about (and produced in) Ireland, and actors such as Liam Neeson and Pierce Brosnan are international stars. Among the films you should watch are My Left Foot, which won two Oscars, In the Name of the Father and Michael Collins.
